Stay Summer  
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You can share rental  accommodation  with  other  students.  This is called 'flatting'  and suits some people very  well.  Living  
together  with  people from  other  countries  will  also improve  your  English while  gaining more  autonomy.  
 

The cost will  vary depending on the quality  and the location. This option  
usually suits students who have been in New Zealand for  some time and are 
planning to stay in Wellington  for  a longer period (longer than 5 months). 
Rents are paid either weekly or fortnightly.  

You can expect to pay anywhere between $120 and $250 rent per week for 
a room in a Ĩflatĩ (house) and on top of that, pay a share of the other  costs such 
as power and food. One house may have between 3 and 5 occupants or 
Ĩflatmatesĩ. Most  flats are unfurnished. You should be prepared to stay in 
temporary  accommodation (such as backpacker hostels or a motel) when you 
first  arrive in Wellington  for  at least two  weeks so you have time to find 
suitable accommodation.
